	Endoscopic finding
	Description

	aphthoid ulcer
	small, shallow depressed lesion with loss of villi

	longitudinal ulcer
	typical Crohn ulcers, usually occurring on the mesenteric side of the intestine

	cobblestone appearance
	result of inflammatory changes and oedema in the mucosa left by ulcers

	stricture
	repeated formation and healing of ulcers causes cicatricial contraction of the intestinal mucosa

	fistula
	usually occurs proximal to a stricture

	pseudo-diverticulum
	multiple strictures may lead to the formation of pseudo-diverticula

	neoplastic lesions
	both adenocarcinoma and lymphoma may occur in intestinal CD
